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Progression
Spelling objectives are mapped out using the Twinkl Spelling Scheme. Each year group, from Y1 to Y6, has its own progression document that is split into six half terms. Each half term has seven weeks of spelling objectives. Week 7 is usually a review week. 
Where objectives are highlighted pink, these are a statutory requirement from the National Curriculum spellings for each year group. Words that follow the spelling convention are listed beneath the objective.  For years 1 and 2 words in pink are non-statutory example words and their exceptions. Any words in black under the objectives reinforce the rule/pattern. For years 3 to 6 the words highlighted pink are from the statutory word list.
Not all statutory words are included in the progression document so these need to be included in other areas of teaching.

Sending Spellings home
Spellings sent home are to be taken from the progression document and printed on a label, which will be stuck in the front of the blue spelling book. Children take the spelling book home and practise their spellings using one of the strategies suggested in the front of their books. The children’s books are to be returned to school on the day of the spelling test. Children should be given a week to practise their spellings. For example, if the test is on a Thursday, the spellings go home that day and then tested the following Thursday. 
Spellings can be differentiated for the children by reducing the number of spellings for the children to practise. In extreme circumstances where children are pre key stage, then these children should receive spellings linked to the phonics phase they are working on or high frequency words. 

Spelling test
As previously, mentioned spelling tests are to take place on the same day each week. They will take place in the back of the spelling book. 
When completing the test, the words are to be given to the children in a random order. The word should be read, then the word should be given in a sentence and finally the word should be read again. Once all words have been tested, go through the words again to give the children a chance to check their spellings. Once the spelling test has been completed, they need to be marked. The teacher, teaching assistant or children where appropriate, can do this. If children are marking their spellings, the teacher needs to check through these to check there are no mistakes made by the children. This is to allow parents to see how well their child is doing and if there are any words or rules they still need to practise.
Spelling lesson
Each week, the focus spelling objective needs to taught to the children. 
The spelling lesson consists of a 4 part teaching sequence – review, introduce/investigate, practise and apply. It is important that after each part of the lesson that children have an opportunity to practise the new information to reduce cognitive load. The lesson can be as one lesson per week, incuding all four parts or for 10 to 15 minutes each day with a focus on one part per day to allow children to practise further.
The Twinkl spelling scheme comes with premade powerpoints, which are a good starting point for the lesson, however these should not be used solely as they don’t include opportunities for children to practise and apply their new knowledge. 
Review
This is a short review of the previous learning, which will strengthen previous learning and will lead to a fluent recall. The review doesn’t have to mean reviewing  what the children learnt last lesson but making links and building upon the knowledge needed for the new spelling rule. It is about reminding children of all that they know about a particular convention so they can build on that knowledge.
Introduction/investigation
New learning should start from a point of drawing on existing knowledge from the review part of the lesson. New material should be introduced in short steps which allow the children to practise after each step. Children need time to digest the new information that will help them build words in that pattern and allow them to try out the teaching points. 
This can be in done in the following way:
-Introduce the key learning
-give the children words and explain the vocabulary
-children should read the words and recognise or link them to the meaning
-they should decide on the rule 
-identify the patterns and explain to peers

Practise
Once children have been introduced to the spelling rule they need an opportunity to practise the rule. 
This can be done in the following ways
-make predictions from parts of given words/root words – If the __ is spelt ___ when do you think we might use the spelling ___?
-explain the full rule – can you tell me what the general rule for adding ___ might be?
-give children a definition – can they identify the word?
-creating mnemonics or visual points to support children’s understanding

Apply
Once children have had the chance to investigate and practise the new rule, they need the opportunity to apply this new knowledge, This can be done through
-dictation – including previously taught words so they are continuously revisited
-games such as Kim’s game, bingo
Activities such as best bet or sorting

Independent application
During the English lesson, it is vitally important that common spelling errors are picked up instantly so that the errors aren’t being reinforced. These can be done during an editing lesson or after marking where children have to practise these errors and correct them in their writing.
When modelling words verbally explain the spelling rule needed to spell the word. You can also model chunking the word as well. 
Spelling strategies
Children should be given a variety of spelling strategies which they can use to practise their spellings each week at home and at school. 
These include 
· Rainbow words – using different coloured pencils to write over the word
· ABC order – writing the spelling words in alphabetical order
· Pyramid writing – writing the spellings to form a pyramid
· Silly sentences – writing the word in a silly sentence
· Tell a story – write the words in a story
· Acrostic poem – write a poem for the words
· Colour vowels – write the vowels of the words in a different colour
· Chunking – writing the words in chunks
· Identify suffixes/prefixes
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
