Dear Parents, 

It has been a great second week of term and particularly exciting to welcome our new Nursery and Reception 
families this week as the children started with us. We are feeling very proud of all of the children at the moment as 
they are showing such bravery and determination in their new classes or at their new school. They all look  
fantastic in their smart school uniform and they seem happy and settled which is really important. Thank you to all 
parents for your support this week. 

You have probably noticed that our new crazy golf course has been built. We are just waiting for some finishing 
touches to it and then we hope to let the children have a go on the course towards the end of next week.  
Eventually, it will have fencing around it and there will be benches to sit on. In the meantime, we ask all children 
not to walk on to the course or move the stones whilst we wait for it to be finished. The course has been made 
possible thanks to our PTA donating £2000 and with a £10,000 partnership between BLCF and Stopsley  
Community Primary School and Nursery. We are very grateful to our PTA and we are delighted to have received 
support from London Luton Airport managed by the Bedfordshire and Luton Community Foundation (BLCF). 
Thanks to this grant we are able to continue this work with the golf course.
