RE 

The children will be learning 
how religious stories teach the 
concept of striving for goals.  

English  

The children will be working on skills to write a story with a  familiar setting, to write    
poems and to write an informal letter.  

We will be learning how to use possessive apostrophes, time adverbials and speech 
punctuation. We will continue to embed and practise previously taught skills. 

Reading will continue to be taught daily so that the children can further develop their 
comprehension skills and reading fluency. The children should read for at least 20 

minutes a day at home. The children have access to Accelerated Reader to do an 
important quiz on the books that they read., testing their comprehension. 

The children are given spellings each week to learn. They have access to Spelling 
Shed to help them practise these regularly. 

Maths  

We will be continuing to develop children’s              
understanding of multiplication and division by      

learning how to multiply and divide a two digit num-
ber by a one digit number.  

We will also be learning about length and perimeter.  

The children will continue to learn their times tables 
facts. They should be practising these regularly at 

home using TTRockstars. 

Geography 

This half term, we will be learning 
about volcanoes. The children will 
begin this topic by using maps to 
locate some volcanoes around 
the world. They will then learn 

how volcanoes are formed and 
what is inside the Earth.

We will be learning different 
types of passes, tactics and

Science and Art  

In Science, we will be learning about 
rocks and soils. We will be            

comparing and sorting rocks and 
finding out how fossils are formed.
