HOW DOES THE SPORTS ACADEMY WORK?

Mr Chart is our Sports Academy Lead. He holds a UEFA A License
in football, has coached at several professional football clubs, is a
qualified teacher and is passionate about all sports.

Our Sports Academy currently offers football. Up to
20 children from Years 4, 5 and 6 (boys and girls)
will be invited to join our Academy for one year.
These children will receive five additional lessons
(totalling 3% hours) each week, consisting of both practical and
theory work, in our Academy classroom.

HOW CAN MY CHILD GET A PLACE IN THE ACADEMY?

Parents of children in Years 4-6 can register their interest using the
link provided by the school. This form tells us about your child’s
interest and ability in football. We use teacher assessment to help
select the appropriate children and we also hold trials to make sure
everyone has a fair chance. Places in our Academy are fluid, meaning
changes can be made during the year. Changes might happen for a
number of reasons. The Academy starts every September.

DOES IT COST PARENTS ANYTHING?

Not at the moment. The school is covering the cost of places and
providing all members with a full training kit. We use some of our
Sports Premium funding to help cover costs. We hope to keep it free!
