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When to do it?
The most important thing is that you find a routine that works for you and your child. 
Remember, in school we do not make our youngest children sit and 'work' formally for long periods. We balance teaching input with exploration, investigation, application and all these things happen through play! 
My advice would be to chat to your child each evening about the following day. This will help with their wellbeing as they are used to a structured, predictable routine with school so knowing what's coming the next day is supportive for them. Together decide what 3 things you are going to do. For example you might choose: Phonics/Writing take away challenge, baking a cake and playing I spy with their siblings. Or Maths take away challenge, drawing a picture of what they can see from their window and going on a rainbow colours scavenger hunt around the house. Plan when you will have lunch and dinner. Plan times when they have free choice to play or go outside (if you have access to a garden).

d weekends should be different if possible. Weekends children can have PJ days, 
stay up late, 
get up late, spend the morning watching kids TV or their favourite movie
, have time on electronics and tech toys and generally choose what they want to do (within your family rules) 
Week days it is best to have a routine which is a bit like your usu
al routine. G
oing to bed at their usual time
,
 or close to it
,
 and getting up at their usual time. Start the day with breakfast, perhaps a job to help mummy or daddy 
such as loading the dishwasher then dressed.
I would advise getting dressed and not staying PJ's as this helps distinguish between week day and weekend and will help them transition back into a normal routine when schools reopen for all children. 
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What to do?
We sent home paper
 copies of things to do with children who were in school in the last few days. There are 
 also 
ideas and activities on the website
, some of
 which you can print of at home
 if you wish
. 
After Easter children will be given 3 'take away' style challenges each week. One for Phonics/Writing, one for Maths and one for Reading. This gives 3 challenges to be completed throughout the week. We think most children should be able to achieve this as a minimum. 
We will also upload a 'Phoneme of the week' video. 
We will also share a 'Family Fun challenge' each week. There will then be additional ideas and resources available on the website IF parents and children would wish to them. You know your child. You are home with them. If 3 challenges is right for them, that's OK. If they need more, that's OK.
 Trust your instinct and follow their lead and remember play is important!
